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CHATEAUNEUF AND NAPA continue to offer a wealth of some of the world’s most exciting
wines, and the latest releases of their signature reds (mostly 2010 for the former and 20089 for the
latter) do not disappoint in this week’s Wine Spectator Insider. Wines of power and grace score up
to 98 points here; a full 13 attain classic status at 95 points or higher.

On the French side, you'll find laudable efforts from quality mainstays like Clos des Papes, Pierre
Usseglio & Fils, Tardieu-Laurent, Le Vieux Donjon, Domaine de Cristia, Chateau La Nerthe and Do-
maine Vacheron-Pouizin's Clos du Calliou.

Representing Napa are deft hands with Cabernet, Merlot and more, including Carter, Moon-Tsai,
Shibumi Knoll and Derenoncourt; two famous bottles to look for are the latest Araujo Eisele Vineyard
Cabernet and Beaulieu Georges De Latour Private Reserve. Find six classic Hot Wines on page 4.
